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Summary
The final report prepared by National Council on Social Security Reform in August 2013 emphasizes, first of all, social security to support people’s safety and security. It stresses, among other things, that collaboration in the community is important, that is to say, it is necessary for each local resident to participate in mutual helping and supporting systems in a society to support each other. As a part of the creation of such systems, we propose that a bran-new-style life support network be formed by linking a network coordinating medical treatment and nursing which will be essential in a future super-aging society with electric railroad companies as public transportation.
Ministry of Health, Labour and Welfare attempts to promote coordination between medical treatment and nursing based on the concept of regional comprehensive care.  However, it has been gradually revealed that physical and human resources for health care are limited in a community and mutual coordination among existing health-care services is not sufficient. 
Therefore, by utilizing tangible and intangible resources and know-how including railroad stations possessed by railroad companies and linking health-care networks and volunteer service networks together, it becomes possible to establish secure and safe areas along railroad lines. Through these activities, local residents in a community can achieve health by themselves and activate the region. We believe that although private initiative, real collaboration to develop communities can be accomplished with support from educational organizations such as universities and city government. Important things in establishing these networks include: coordination of businesses of various involved parties; integration of necessary information on medical treatment and nursing; and creation of social systems realizing ‘value coordination’ of secondary data such as use of new clinical knowledge, business management analysis, statistical analysis, and use for health-care and welfare policies obtained through the integration of information. We intend to establish the comprehensive business model using system dynamics and consider concrete measures to secure profitability.
